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Abstract

This study was to investigate study of the relationship among urban native
elementary students’ ethnic identities , learning adjustment and vocational self-concept.
It adopted the method of questionnaire survey, sampling 210 urban native elementary
students of 4™ 5™ and 6™ grades. Questionnaire consisted three scales which were
Ethnic Identities Scale, Learning Adjustment Scale and Vocational Self-concept Scale.
T-test, ANOVA, Product-moment correlation, and regression analysis, were used for
data analyze and verification hypothesis. Major findings and conclusions of this study

were described as following.

1 Urban native elementary students’ learning adjustment were in middle, in order
for the learning method, the learning manner, the learning custom, the learning
environment by from high tolow:

2 In whole urban native boys were better than girls in the learning adjustment. In
whole vocational self-concept urban-native boys and girls had no significant
difference. In whole ethnic  identities urban native boys and girls had no
significant difference.

3 Urban native 6" grade were better than 4™ grade lementary students in the
learning manner, and 4™ grade were better than 5" grade in the learning
environment.

4 Highter socio-economic status’ urban native elementary students learning
adjustment vocational self-concept.and ethnic identities were better than the
lower ones.

5 Urban native elementary students’ learning adjustment and ethnic identities
were in inverse relation.

6 Urban native elementary students’ vocational self-concept and ethnic identities
had no significant relations.

7 In the ethnic identities predicted analysis, the urban native elementary students



had better on learning environment and learning custom, in the sub-item of

learning adjustment.
